VillageSoup deployed Windows Servere 2008 Enterprise with Hyper-V™ virtualization
technology on two HP host servers. To date, the firm has created five virtual machines on one
server and three virtual machines on the other, which are running Microsofte Exchange Server
2007, file and print servers, domain controllers, security, and other applications. The two host
servers will eventually be placed in separate locations to bolster disaster preparedness.
VillageSoup also installed Microsoft System Center Virtual Machine Manager 2008, which the
company’s technology partner, Know Technology, uses to create virtual machines, perform
physical-to-virtual server migration, and remotely manage the virtual machines and physical
host servers. In addition, VillageSoup uses Microsoft Forefront™ Client Security to defend its
network against malware.
